FLORA AND FAUNA

Aliki/Egio
The beach of Aliki in Egio, despite being a formal beach, is also an important aquatic ecosystem and partly a lagoon, lying to the northeast of the beach. There are about 120 bird species that visit plus significant aquatic life. The rich flora of the area is also noteworthy

LAKE TSIVLOU, KOTYCHI LAGOON (the largest lagoon in Peloponnese)
In all the above ecosystems one can find : cone, pine, plane, myrtle, chestnut , fir , oak , pine trees, olive groves
Golden eagle, golden Falcon, Birda Civet (a mammal), otter, caretta-carreta turtle, four-lined snake, unique fish species andamphibians
