Scene 1

(by Myrsini, Theodore, Alex, Dennis & Peter, 2nd group (F2-GREECE)
Narrator: Persephone is picking flowers. Suddenly Hades (the god of the dead) took her to the underworld. Demeter, her mother, was very sad. She asked Helios (the Sun) where her daughter was. Scene 2

Scene 3

Hades: Why? You let me keep her!
