Roman Odeon (Conservatory) - A Monument of Patras of the Roman era  (by Anna, E1)
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   Roman Odeon is a monument that is more ancient than that of Herodes Atticus in Athens. It is a significant cultural monument of the wider area of Achaia.

   The Odeon is built in the southern side of the hill of the acropolis of Patras, and it was the continuum of the ancient agora (marketplace). 
   The Odeon has a capacity of 2,200 people. Nowadays, the Odeon is used for cultural events and mainly during the International Festival of Patras.
