THE CASTLE

The castle of Patras was built in the second half of the 6th century A.D., on the ruins of the Ancient Acropolis. In A.D. 805 the inhabitants were besieged in the castle by the Slavs and Saracens, and their victory was considered a miracle of the city’s Patron Saint Andrew. 
In the following centuries, (which remained in use until the 2nd World War for the defense of the city), was captured by Franks, Venetians and Turks. 
Today a lot of theatrical performances, concerts and festivals take place in the castle, mainly in summer time. 
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
